The SW Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) aims to massively increase house-building in Cornwall.

e We object to the construction of 68,700 new properties in the next twenty years which would
mean the equivalent of one new house for every four existing properties in Cornwall.

e This will have an unacceptable impact on our environment, Cornwall's communities and

infrastructure.

e We, the undersigned, call on central government to allow Cornwall’'s democratically elected
representatives to decide what is right for our area and to deliver a housing strategy that
focuses on providing affordable homes to meet local needs, instead of promoting unsustainable

house-building for its own sake.
